Deer and
Elk are attracted to the Castle Creek which
flows year round through the meadows.
Castle Creek is fed from Deerfield lake
which is stocked with brown, rainbow and
lake trout. Excellent fishing available on
your own property and in the area. Turkey
and hawks are numerous and eagles have
been observed.

Additional recreational activities include
hiking, biking ATV and horse back riding.
There is plenty of room for horses. A stable
and corral area exist but are in need of re-
pair.




Other structures on the property include:
private two bedroom caretakers cabin with
rock fireplace, kitchenette and full bath-
room, a separate bunk house that sleeps
four, and a large living/office area above
the three car garage. The garage is wire for
phone and internet service.

Electric power is furnished by Black Hills
Electric Ceop. The lodge is equipped with
satellite TV, Internet, and land phone ser-
vice. Lastly, a 10 kw emergency generator
automatically fires up in the event of a
power failure. The generator is sufficient to
supply essential electric power for the main
cabin.

The Golden West Mining Co ran a gold
mining operation on the property from
about 1895 to 1910. A overhedrhm car-
ried the ore from the mine for over several
hundred feet to the stamp mill. The stamp
mill was powered elevated water carried
from several thousand feet upstream. Rem-
nants of the mining operations are still visi-
ble and fun for exploring. The mine shaft
has been filed to within 9 feet of the sur-
face.
