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Two Rivers Ranch

This exceptional ranch consists of approximately 8,000 acres of
spectacular canyons, rolling hills, and timbered river bottoms.
With 9 miles of the cold, sparkling Belle Fourche River flowing
through the ranch it is a haven for wildlife of all species. Trophy
mule deer and whitetail abound along the river banks. An arte-
sian well waters the entire ranch with over 30 miles of pipeline
providing fresh water for |ivestoc
100 gpm. There is also a large fresh water spring which flows 410
30 gpm as well as many other numerous springs and reservoirs.
There is a majestic 3 level, 5000 square foot log home at the main
headquarters as well as barns and corrals.
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Location

The Two Rivers Ranch is located in Meade
County, South Dakota approximately 65 miles
east of Rapid City, South Dakota. Commercial
airline service is available at Rapid City, about
11/2 hours from the ranch. Rapid City is the
second largest city in South Dakota with a
population of about 80,000 people.

Acreage

The ranch consists of approximately 8,038.86
deeded acres in Meade County South Dakota.
There is also a first right of refusal on an ad-
joining 19,000 acre ranch.




Access

Access is excellent from a county maintained
gravel road. The small country town of Enning,
SD is approximately 19 miles to the northwest
on Highway 34 and EIm Springs is to the south-
west.

Current Operation

The current owner has operated the Two Riv-
ers as a cattle ranch since 1989. Early on it was
principally a stocker yearling enterprise, buy-

ing calves in the early spring and selling them

in the fall. Presently the ranch is stocked with
cows and calves. Stocking rates depend on cli-
mate, winter snow, and spring rains. Some
years as many as 8,000 head of yearlings grazed
the ranch and some years there were as few as
2,500. Excellent potential for hay production
also exists on the river bottoms along the Belle
Fourche River. The bottoms along the river are
very fertile and are the most productive land on
the entire ranch. Predominant cool season
grasses include western wheatgrass and green
needle grass. Buffalo grass, gramma, and vari-
ous hedges are the principal warm season
grasses. Cottonwood, juniper, and cedar trees
are found along the banks of the Belle also. The
Abreakso further north
deep canyons with a lot of green ash trees,
American elm, and some oak.




Improvements

The improvements are extensive on this ranching
operation. The ranch style log home is a 3 level,
5,000 square foot lodge with about 2,000 square feet
of covered porches and a three car garage. There
are 5 bedrooms, 4 bathrooms and four fireplaces
from native stone with a coffee bar and bedroom
office in the 1,200 square foot upstairs master bed-
room as well as a private balcony with jacuzzi, all
overlooking the Belle Fourche River. There is also
a master bedroom on the main level with a wet bar
and half kitchen. All of the downstairs furniture is
custom, hand made, western log. The home is fully
heated and cooled, the west side of the main level b
space, the balance of the house by a central system
heat pump powered by water. The lawn has its own
sprinkler system along with an outdoor sink and
stainless steel table with live water, which serves as
a great fish cleaning st

stalls, all with automatic waterers. There is also a
newly constructed set of steel working corrals,
round pens, and a lighted arena at the ranch head-
guarters. The northern corrals have watered pens,
alleyways, sorting facilities, and loading chute.
There is ready access to US90 to the south and
State Highway 34 to the north. Water on the Two
Rivers Ranch is supplied by 11 miles of the Belle
Fourche River along with numerous creeks and
stock dams. In 2004 approximately $750,000 was
invested in an extensive pipeline water system that
supplies water throughout the entire ranch. The ar-
tesian well that supplies the system is approximately
350006 deep and fl ows at
pressure of 100 Ibs at 100 degrees F. This well is tiec
to a large fresh water spring which flows 1680 gpm
depending on the time of year. The pipeline is com-
prised of 6 inch, 4 inch, and 2 inch pvc pipe and
supplies stock water at a minimum of 35 gpm to all
locations throughout the Ranch. The water tanks
are all large rubber tires that are virtually inde-
structible. No animal on the ranch has to walk more
than a quarter of a mile to get a drink of water.

Most of the fences on the ranch are capable of hold-
ing buffalo, at one time the ranch was home to sev-
eral thousand head. Approximately 1,500 acres of
hay bottoms along the Belle Fourche River have
been terraced, tubed and diked for flood irrigation
from the river.
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
